PGA Annual Meeting Resolutions:
Delegates to the 95th PGA Annual Meeting will vote on three resolutions.

Resolution 1, proposed by the Connecticut Section, allows college/university golf coaches (B-12) to be eligible for registration into the PGA Professional Golf Management Program and earn credits with or without a PGA member supervisor.

Resolution 2, proposed by the Southern Ohio Section, allows PGA assistant professional to transfer Sections more than once per fiscal year.

Resolution 3, proposed by the Northern California Section, will honor those PGA members ("Century" Life Members) who have been an integral part of the foundation upon which our Association is built to remain affiliated with the association in name only, to "wear the crest" until they are deceased, provided they qualify for Life Member "Century" status based on a number of qualification.
