Eligibility The 2011 winners of the four major Champion-
ships — the Masters, U.S. Open, British Open and PGA
Championship—will beinvited to participatein the 29th PGA
Grand Slam of Golf. If one or more winners are unable to at-
tend, alternates will be selected from a Major Champions
Points List. Beginning in 2011, the defending Champion
would earn the No. 1 alternate status. If he is unable to com-
pete, the Major Champions Points List will continueto bethe
standard to complete the season’s elite foursome.

Only the Best Can Apply

Established in 1979, the PGA Grand Slam of Golf has
grown from an 18-hole, single-day affair to a 36-hole annual
showdown that matches professional golf’s best against each
other for a$1.35 million purse, played in front of atelevision
audience in more than 100 countries.

The debut of the PGA Grand Slam of Golf concluded
with 1978 U.S. Open winner Andy North and 1978 Masters
winner Gary Player sharing first place at Oak Hill Country
Club in Rochester, N.Y. Since then, the PGA Grand Slam of
Golf has been contested over many of the nation’ s finest golf
courses in an annual showcase of golfing greats, such as Jack
Nicklaus, Lee Trevino, Greg Norman, Phil Mickelson and
Tiger Woods. In 1991, the PGA Grand Slam of Golf changed
its format to atwo-day, 36-hole event.

For the fifth consecutive year, the PGA Grand Slam of
Golf is being contested in October. This enables the PGA
Grand Slam of Golf to attract the four winners of the current
season’s major Championships to afitting conclusion of the
season. The PGA Grand Slam of Golf converted from stroke
play to match play for two years in 1998, and then back to
stroke play in 2000.

TNT is apart of Turner Broadcasting System and has
broadcast the PGA Grand Slam of Golf since 1991. TNT has

a U.S. audience of 88.9 million homes during its special
prime-time telecast. The PGA Grand Slam of Golf is consid-
ered by Tour professionals as the “toughest qualifying event
ingolf.”

Port Royal Golf Course

The 29th edition of the PGA Grand Slam of Golf makes
its fifth visit to the island of Bermuda, following successful
appearances at Port Royal Golf Course in Southampton Par-
ish. The 2007 and 2008 competitions were held at the is-
land’s Mid Ocean Club.

Port Royal Golf Course was deemed by the late architect
Robert Trent Jones Sr. as his finest work outside of the
United States. A public layout that opened for play in 1970,
Port Roya Golf Course underwent a $13.7 million renova-
tion that extended the layout 281 yards to 6,842 yards.

The PGA Grand Slam of Golf is hosted by the Bermuda
Department of Tourism and the Fairmont Southampton.

Port Royal’ s renovation program began in January 2008,
and included rebuilding tees and greens and installing
TifEagle grass. All bunkers were redesigned and a reverse
osmosis plant and course irrigation system was installed.

Consistently ranked as one of the best public coursesin
the world, Port Royal Golf Course is the most popular and
heavily played Bermuda golf course. The course features
spectacular ocean views and has been the annual site for the
Bermuda Open Championship.

The PGA Grand Slam of Golf Trophy

The winner of the PGA Grand Slam of Golf
is the year’s “Champion of Champions,” and
his name is inscribed on a trophy that appro-
priately signifies the most difficult event in
golf to earn an entry.

Five crystals - one
for each major champi-
onship and a dominant
fifth that befits the
event champion - rest
atop a four-sided base
that measures 16
inches on each side.
Each side of the trophy
contains the logo of
each of the modern
major golf champion-
ships. The trophy, first
presented in 1992, is 27 inches high and
weighs 50 pounds. Its base was designed by
Pat Morrell of West Palm Beach, Fla.

“1’ve always said when | putted my
best, | set up theway I’ m going to hit a
7-iron,” said Els, who had spent time
working on his putting the night be-
fore. “That's what | started doing the
back nine.”

That set-up worked to perfection
for Elsdown the closing stretch at Port
Royal Golf Course, as he made three
consecutive birdies to turn back David
Toms' seemingly unfettered march to
victory inthe 28th PGA Grand Slam of
Golf.

By hisvictory, Els set a mark for
the longest time between PGA Grand

Slam victories - 13 years and became
the fifth multiple winner of the event.
He grinded through a day of nearly 30-
mile per hour gusts by posting a 2-un-
der par 69 in Southampton, Bermuda
to finish with a 36-hole total of 5- un-
der-par 137. That was good for a one-
stroke triumph over Toms, the 2001
PGA Champion who replaced injured
Open Champion Louis Oosthuizen late
last week, and turned ina 71.

Els took home $600,000, and
Toms $300,000. Reigning U.S. Open
Champion Graeme McDowell, who
had a 73, and PGA Champion Martin
Kaymer, who closed with a 71, shared
third at 145 and each earned $225,000.

Els had trailed Toms by three

strokes with five holes left to play,
seemingly unable to crack through at

any time.

Elsfirst saw an opening at No. 12,
facing a 12-foot putt for birdie with
Toms sailing his approach off the back
of the green. However, Toms battled
back by chipping in for birdie, before
Els missed his attempt and followed
with abogey at 13 to fall behind three
strokes.

Toms chipped in again, this time
for a par a 14, and still owned a two-
stroke cushion after EIsran homea15-
foot birdie putt.

“1 thought when aguy doesit (chip
in once, you're thinking, 'good shot,’
"said Els. “When he does it twice in
three holes, you're thinking maybe
he's destined to win this thing.”

Toms had held the lead for 30
holes of the 36-hole event until things
began to unravel.

“To be honest, it took a bit of the
pressure off mein away where | free-
wheeled it. | wasjust trying to see how
close | could get to him,” said Els.
“Then he made a mistake on 15, |
made birdie, he made bogey, and that
was a big change.”

Toms' miscue came when his tee
shot landed in the right-hand rough,
and his recovery attempt only landed
him in a pot bunker in front of the
green.

Els, meanwhile, crushed his drive
down the middle of the fairway, hit a
sand wedge to about three feet, and
tapped in for an easy birdie. Els had
suddenly drawn all square, and had the
needed momentum.

He followed at 16, ramming home
a 35-footer from off the green for
birdie, and Toms, who found sand
from the tee, could only make par.

But Els needed one more big puit.

Having found the sand off the tee
on the par-5 17th, the South African
then laid up, only to hit his third shot
long. He fluffed his chip, but then
drained a snaking, downhill, 10-footer
to rescue par.

“1 was struggling on the greens a
bit yesterday (Tuesday. | was strug-
gling on the greens again today until
let’s say the last five, six holes when |
found something in my putting
stroke,” said Els, who took 26 total
putts.

Toms didn’t spend time bemoan-
ing his fate, but rather praising Els,
who played the back nine in 3-under
on the gusty day.

“1 guess | had thelead for thelast, |
don’t know, 29, 30 holes,” said Toms.
“Sometimes that’ s really hard because
everybody elseis just kind of winging
it. And on a day like today, you're
playing safe, trying to hit the smart
shot, hanging in there as much as you
can.

“I think early on if | would have
made some of those birdie putts, | had
some early on, but the back nine,
you're hanging on. | felt like | didn’t
necessarily lose this thing. Ernie
birdieing 14, 15 and 16, the putt he
made on 16, I d say he won the tourna-
ment. For me, to go through those
holes, play them under par would have
been a pretty good feat in itself. He
played them 3 under.”

Meanwhile, Kaymer birdied 15
and 17 to pull level with McDowell,
after each parred 18.

“There's an element of pride that
kicksin,” said McDowell, “No one
wants to finish last, for sure.”

He collected 13 birdies and an eagle over two days in the season-ending showcase,
while posting rounds of 65 and 66 on Port Royal Golf Course. His 11-under-par 131 was Lucas Glover
thethird-lowest 36-holetota in PGA Grand Slam of Golf history.

Masters Champion Angel Cabrera, the 2007 PGA Grand Slam champion, closed with
a 66 to finish five strokes back at 136. British Open Champion Stewart Cink wasthird at 137 and PGA Champion Y .E. Yang, an
admitted victim of jet lag, wasfourth at 141.

Glover opened the final round with a two-stroke advantage over Cink. That didn’t last long as Cink grabbed the lead outright
at No. 4, when Glover hit hisapproach into agreenside bunker.

Glover again found his putting stroke, making three consecutive birdies at Nos. 9, 10 and 11 to turn his 8-under-par tie with
Cink into atwo-shot lead.

But, Glover’s turnaround came on the 383-yard, par-4 12th hole when he knocked home an eight-foot par putt. Meanwhile,
Cabrera- who had been making asmall charge of hisown - missed asix-foot birdie putt that could have closed the deficit.

Adding birdiesat Nos. 15 and 17 to soar to 12-under par, Glover wasin cruise control, headed to don the ceremonial pink jacket
that has become Bermuda’ s apparel of choice for the Champion of Champions.

Theonly duel left wasfor second, and Cink eagled the par-5 17th and came into the final holetied with Cabrera. Cink missed
the green and failed to get up and down for par.

A two-time mgjor champion this year, Woods won the 23rd edition of the exclusive
season-ending event for the sixth time. He closed with an 8-under-par 64, highlighted by
his making two eagles, for a seven-stroke victory over PGA Champion Phil Mickelson.

Woods finished with a 36-hole total of 13-under-par 131, followed by defending
champion Mickelson, who had a70, for 138. U.S. Open Champion Michael Campbel | was
third at 143, after a 70, and three-time major champion Vijay Singh, finished fourth at 144 after a69. It was the worse showing for
Singh, who had been runner-up in three previous appearances.

Woods first place prize of $400,000 pushed his PGA Grand Slam career earnings to $2.65 million. Mickelson, who posted a
career-best 59 in the event last year, earned $250,000, while Campbell collected $200,000 and Singh $150,000.

Some 48 hours after he had successfully defended histitle in the Dunlop Phoenix tournament in Japan, Woods stepped on the
firg tee at Poipu Bay and attempted to get his round off to a good start. He bogeyed the first hole, got sick again, then steadily
recovered, trailing Mickel son by two strokes after nine holes and gaining the lead for good by two-putting for abirdie on the par-5
14th hole.
