Purse and Honors No prize money is awarded to the
PGA Cup competitors. Members of both teams compete
solely for their country and their country’s right of
possession of the Llandudno International Golf Trophy.

Method of Play Identical to that of the Ryder Cup: match
play, including foursomes (two-man teams in alternate shot);
four-ball (two-man teams in better ball); and singles (18
holes at match play).

Rules and Regulations The Rules of Golf, which govern
play, are determined by the United States Golf Association
and applied by The PGA of America.

2013 Eligibility Must be a member in good standing
of The PGA of America (U.S. Team) and the Professional
Golfers’ Association (Great Britain & Ireland Team). United
States and Great Britain & Ireland Teams will be determined
following the completion of the PGA Professional National
Championship (U.S. Team) and Glenmuir PGA Championship
(Great Britain & Ireland Team).

UNITED STATES PGA CUP TEAM

U.S. Captain: In 2013, Allen Wronowski of Phoenix, Md.,
currently the president of The PGA of America, will become
the 20th individual to Captain the United States Team of PGA
Professionals in the 26th PGA Cup.

Members of the 2013 United States Team are determined over
a two-year points system, based on performances in the 2012
and 2013 PGA Professional National Championships and 2012
and 2013 PGA Championships. The 2013 U.S. Team will be
completed in August 2013, following the PGA Championship
at Oak Hill Country Club in Rochester, N.Y.

GREAT BRITAIN & IRELAND PGA CUP TEAM

Great Britain & Ireland Captain: TBD

The 2013 Great Britain & Ireland Team will be determined
by a new qualification process, featuring the leading six
point scorers through the 2012 and 2013 Glenmuir PGA
Championship; the top three finishers at the 2012 Titleist PGA
Playoffs; and a final Captain’s selection.

Defending Champion: United States

THE LLANDUDNO INTERNATIONAL
GOLF TROPHY

The scars of a tumble from
long ago are no longer visible
under its lid. The Llandudno
International Golf Trophy, the
prize of the winning team of
the PGA Cup, looks as good
as new today. You can credit
the silversmith, Samuel Pitt &
Company near Birmingham,
England, for performing a minor
facelift on the 73-year-old,
18-pound piece of hardware.

Named after one of the largest ports in Wales, the
Llandudno Trophy incurred a small dent, which had been
carried since World War |l on the underside of its lid, until
it was finally repaired. However, the legend lives on.

First awarded to England in 1939, the trophy was the idea
of members of Maesdu Golf Club in Llandudno Conwy
County, Wales. It began as the prize to the winning side
in the first Home Tournament Series, which featured
teams from Ireland, Scotland and Wales. The series was
abolished with the outbreak of World War Il. Former
Great Britain Ryder Cup veteran Percy Alliss (1929, *31,
’33, '35, '37), who had served as the captain of England,
retired the trophy to his personal collection.

The story of that famous dent is linked to World War I,
when Germany’s relentless bombing missions against
Britain reached a crescendo. During one particular mission
to rain havoc upon Southampton and Portsmouth, a
German bomber was perilously low on fuel and had to
turn its munitions loose on non-targets.

One bomb exploded on the first fairway of Ferndown
Golf Club near Bournemouth, less than 50 yards from the
Alliss’ home. The ensuing tremor was so strong that it
rumbled through the neighborhood and anything fragile
within nearby homes was in peril.

“My grandmother (Dorothy) kept the trophy on the
mantelpiece,” said Master Professional Gary Alliss of
Sutton Coldfield, England, who served as Great Britain
& Ireland Captain in 2007 and ’09. “It tumbled to the
floor on its head and caused the dent to the lid. After my
parents married in 1953, my mother took on the role of
guardian and cleaned that trophy for years.”

Percy Alliss, who passed away in 1975, ensured that the
Llandudno Trophy would be forever secure with the
“Home Professionals.” In 1972, he and his son, Peter, a
former captain of the Professional Golfers’ Association,
an eight-time Ryder Cup participant and one of the
BBC’s most popular voices of golf, donated the trophy
to the Professional Golfers’ Association. The trophy
would forever be awarded to the winner of the PGA Cup.
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HISTORY -A SPECIAL CUP FOR THE PGA PROFESSIONAL

The PGA Cup originated in 1973 at Pinehurst (N.C.) Country
Club as an outgrowth of the PGA Professional National
Championship. Structured after the format of the Ryder Cup,
with match-play competition between the U.S. and Europe,
the PGA Cup features the top PGA club professionals from
both sides of the Atlantic. Competition was held annually until
1984, when both countries agreed to hold this event biennially
at alternating sites. Proceeds from the PGA Professional
National Championship in 1975 at Callaway Gardens, Pine
Mountain, Ga., covered the expenses of the U.S. Team for the
first overseas PGA Cup. A pro-am event was held prior to the
1975 PGA Cup, which raised $12,000 and made it possible
for the British PGA to stage the competition. Great Britain &
Ireland Captain Christy O’Connor Sr., then 51, did his part to
keep the event alive, winning the pro-am.

PGA CUP

The teams began with nine players, but the rosters were
expanded to 10 in 1988. Qualification for America’s team is
based upon performances in the PGA Professional National
Championship. Since 1973, there have been 163 PGA
Professionals earning a berth on a U.S. PGA Cup Team, while
136 PGA Professionals have competed for Great Britain &
Ireland. From 1973-88, the European team was comprised of
PGA club professionals from Great Britain and Ireland. The
format was changed from 1990-94, opening up qualifying
spots to professionals throughout Europe. The selection
process was revised in 1996 to feature only Great Britain &
Ireland players.

SLALEY HALL’'S HUNTING COURSE OF NORTHEAST ENGLAND

SET TO HOST THE 2013 PGA CUP

Slaley Hall in Northumberland, England

Perhaps there isn’t a better-titled venue to host a PGA Cup,
than The Hunting Course at Slaley Hall in Northumberland,
England. The Dave Thomas-designed layout, which opened
in 1993, provides the challenge for the 26th PGA Cup, Sept.
20-22, 2013, as the United States and Great Britain & Ireland
Team begin the quest to secure possession of the Llandudno
International Golf Trophy. It marks the sixth time that the
PGA Cup will be conducted in England, and the first since The
Belfry was host in 1988 in Sutton Coldfield.

Positioned 17 miles west of vibrant Newcastle-on-Tyne,
Slaley Hall is a northern jewel that lies in 1,000 acres of
Northumberland moorland and forest, featuring an Edwardian
mansion, a luxury hotel and an unforgettable 36-hole golf
complex. Slaley Hall lies an hour south of the Scottish border
and an extra hour from Muirfield Golf Club in Gullane, East
Lothian, Scotland.

Named after Charles Samuel Hunting, the original owner of
Slaley Hall, the course has been the site of either European Tour
or European Senior Tour events since 1993, including hosting

the past four DeVere Club PGA Seniors’ Championships that
are part of the European Senior Tour.

One need not look far for a challenging hole on 7,088-yard,
par-72 Hunting Course, with the 412-yard, par-4 third a stern
test. A sweeping dogleg right set up from the tee, with trees to
the left and a fairway bunker to the right. Once a golfer finds
the fairway, there is a spectacular backdrop of kaleidoscopic
colors from the rhododendrons and tall pines to digest, with
a mid-iron required to reach a large green that is framed with
greenside bunkers and swales. Precision and yardage accuracy
is the key and it’s vital that your ball lands on the same level
as the pin.

Tour — Great North Open (2001-02); European Seniors Tour

Championship (2005-2011).

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2 o I I The 25th PGA Cup was the first team event
conducted at CordeValle, one of many Northern
California gems in golf. In this pastoral setting
wrapped by the Santa Cruz Mountains, a team of 10 PGA
Professionals arrived not knowing much about each other
and departed with a trophy symbolizing that they completed
an uncommon mission in the game — making teamwork part
of their DNA.

Feeding off two consecutive hallmark days in four-balls and
foursomes, where they won nine of 16 matches and halved four
others, the Americans closed out Great Britain & Ireland, 17%
to 8%, on a warm afternoon by capturing six singles matches
and halving two others. The U.S. kept its streak intact of never
being defeated on home soil in a competition that began in
1973, and owns a 17-5-3 overall record. “I've always said
that the PGA Cup is the No. 1 event,” said USA Captain Jim
Remy, the PGA honorary president from Ludlow, Vt. “It is our
Ryder Cup, and it means so much to our members. For me to
have the opportunity to Captain a PGA Cup Team really is the
culmination of my time as a PGA officer. It’s just one of the
biggest thrills of my life.”

in an all-time event record 40 matches. “It was too bad the
birdies were flying in from the wrong side. There were a lot
of close matches today. Yes, like a great British bulldog. This
week has given a lot of guys their first experience of PGA Cup
matches and I'm sure they will want more.”

Remy, who surveyed his team months before they would
meet for the first time, learned about their tendencies, their
style of play, their preferences for a playing partner and their
personality. The data played a major role in Remy determining
the right combinations among seven rookies and three veterans.

“We felt comfortable,” said Marty Jertson, a senior design
engineer for PING Golf in Phoenix, Ariz., who made the most
of his debut as the lone unbeaten, untied member of either team
in four outings. He capped his week with a 5-and-4 singles
victory over reigning PGA Professional Champion Craig
Goodfellow of Cumbria, England, with a round featuring a
pair of eagles through the 14 holes played. His last “dagger”
was holing out from the 10th fairway from 138 yards with a
pitching wedge — one of a set of irons he designed — for eagle.

“I've never played match play in something with this

magnitude,” said McClellan, who finished
3-0-lalong with another “rookie” turned-
veteran, Faber Jamerson of Appomattox, Va.

“We all played together so well from the start.”” Jamerson
had the best card of the day and one of the biggest battles
to earn a point. He was 8-under par through his first ten
holes, before dispatching Gary Brown of North Yorkshire,
England, 3 and 2. “T didn’t know what I had to do to get
further ahead,” said Jamerson. “It was pretty unbelievable.”
Though match play is not the barometer for a course record,
Jamerson did not have a conceded putt. The CordeValle
competitive mark is 9-under 63 by Zach Miller of Stanford
from the same tees in 2006 in the now-titled Gifford Collegiate.

The Americans entered the 10 singles matches needing
only 2}, points to retain the Llandudno International Golf
Trophy for the 12th time in the past 13 competitions. With
Remy beaming proudly from the gallery, his team matched
the same U.S. victory margin in 2009 at The Carrick in Loch
Lomond, Scotland.

Sonny Skinner of Sylvester, Ga., 51, the senior member of
either team, closed the issue by halving his match with Stuart
Little of Gloucestershire, England in the singles match of the
afternoon. Skinner finished 1-0-3 after turning in a 4-0-0
record in his debut in 2009.

“This meant a lot,” said Skinner. “I'm 51, and you don’t get
these opportunities much when you get over the big 50 mark,
especially playing with these young guys. Seems like every
guy I played with was 6-foot-4 or taller this week and hit it
a mile. They have an aggressive personality and they want to
win at all costs. It’s a tough game.”

2 0 09 For more than a year, Brian Whitcomb had taken notes about how he
would go about his duties serving as Captain of a PGA Cup Team.

Whitcomb, the PGA honorary president from Bend, Ore., completed
his short course by seeking counsel from someone whom he watched make a success of
such a role on golf’s grandest stage — 2008 Ryder Cup Captain Paul Azinger.

Whitcomb met with Azinger, took more notes and then guided the United States
against Great Britain & Ireland in the 24th PGA Cup in Scotland. The Americans’
resounding 17% to 8% victory over Great Britain & Ireland was as much a tribute to
U.S. depth and talent as it was to Whitcomb’s ability to bond and blend his players
who represented 10 PGA Sections.

The United States found its stride in the singles matches on the final day, winning
a record eight of 10 matches and halving another at The Carrick on Loch Lomond.

Sparked by Mark Sheftic of Blue Bell, Pa., who posted a 6-and-5 victory over reigning
Glenmuir PGA Champion James Lee of South Wales for the decisive point, the U.S.
went on to register the most points in singles in PGA Cup history and the second-most
total points since the biennial showcase event for PGA Professionals began in 1973.

200 5 Britain & Ireland posted a 15-11 victory over the United States at
The K Club’s Smurfit Course to win the Llandudno International
Golf Trophy for the first time since 1984. The final score was identical to America’s
triumph in 1992, the last time it competed in Ireland.

In the end, it was fitting that decades of frustration were brought to a close by a
Welshman. Matthew Ellis delivered the decisive point in order that his team could
carry off a 26-inch high piece of hardware named for one of Wales’ largest ports.

The U.S. is 5-5-1 on the road in the premier international competition for PGA
Professionals, and 14-5-3 overall in an event patterned after the Ryder Cup.

Though his team needed but one point Sunday to clinch victory, GB&I Captain Jim
Farmer of St. Andrews, Scotland, said he expected an all-out American singles attack.

Shut out the previous two days in the four-balls, the Americans proved that singles
play is its game. They registered a record 7%z points to GB&I’s 2%5.

The parade of U.S. players attempting to mount the charge began with Scott Spence
of Shorewood, Minn., who faced Wales’ Richard Dinsdale, and were all square com-

The closing chapter of the premier international competition for PGA Profession-
als didn’t come without Great Britain & Ireland making its own rally — but too late —
in the singles. The visitors closed with a 6-4 performance after having not won a match
in the first two days.

I 9 9 6 In one of the most tightly contested series of matches in any golf
competition, the United States team of PGA Professionals forged a
13-13 tie with their Great Britain & Ireland counterparts in a dra-
matic conclusion to the 18th PGA Cup in Perthshire, Scotland.

For the first time in any PGA of America-sanctioned match-play event, every
session ended in a tie. The final round was played in rain, wind and 58-degree tempera-
tures on the Monarch’s Course of the renowned Gleneagles resort complex.

Jeff Roth of Flint, Mich., rallied from a two-hole deficit to win the final four holes
and give the USA its tie to retain the Llandudno International Trophy. It marked the
third tie in the history of the PGA Cup and the first since 1981.

Roth, a 38-year-old PGA Professional at Flint (Mich.) Golf Club, trailed England’s
Bill Longmuir by two holes before parring the final four holes for a 2-up victory. Roth
tapped in a five-foot par putt on the 18th green to complete his rally.

“It was a surreal feeling playing those final holes,” said Roth, the 1993 PGA Club
Professional Champion. “Any one of our 10 guys could have done what I had to do. I
feel fortunate to have answered the bell. There were no losers; I think golf won and
these PGA Cup won.”

England’s Hogan Stott, 2 and 1.

I 9 The fifth meeting of the U.S. and Great Britain & Ireland club
7 7 professionals resulted in one of the best duels in PGA Cup history.
It was the first time since 1927 that a visiting British Ryder Cup or
PGA Cup team didn’t go home a loser. The challenging 7,200-yard, Desmond Muir-
head-designed course in Palm Springs, Calif., provided the setting. Britain’s 38-year-
old Jim Kinsella, who was to face open heart surgery in the near future, teamed with
David Huish to win a foursome match and came back with a 2-and-1 triumph over Jim
Albus. The visitors won six of nine singles matches to force the first deadlock in PGA
Cup history. It also was the first time nine singles matches were played, one more than
in the previous four matches. Said U.S. Captain Henry Poe, who persuaded the British
to consent to nine matches, “I feel strongly that a man who makes the PGA Cup Team
should play in the singles.”
