The Certification and Sustainability Rating is based on a comprehensive assessment, audit and submittal process that details economic, environmental and social aspects 
of facility management. In addition, PGA Village has created and adopted a Sustainability Charter, which is published on PGAVillage.com as a reference for future management strategies.
